1Jn.4:1-3 — Not confessing that Jesus came into the flesh (= not being a man like us)
o] Confess = (Gk. Homo-logeo = same concept) acknowled ges, agrees
. 2Jn.1:7-9 —
. ANTICHRIST because
0 It denies Christ’s work
o] It makes it ineffective in those who believe it — T hey cannot do His works - Jn.14:12
o] Keeps you in bondage through fear
Jesus’ Victory
. The man Jesus became my sins and took the punishmen t—2Cor.5:21
o] Became cursed: bound by pain, sickness and death — Gal.3:13
0 As under the power of sin had no power in Himself

- He could do nothing, nor raise Himself
0 JESUS HAD TO TRUST IN GOD TO BE SAVED, and become t he FIRSTBORN of many
brethren — Rom.8:29
- Jesus is not under the curse today — He has full vi  ctory
= God raised Him — Act.2:24-28
L] Phil.2:5-11 — Now He is highly exalted

Being Like Jesus
