. Thoughts are short-term.
o] Thoughts occur because of what we choose to think a bout.
o] Thoughts have the ability to create emotions. Emoti ons are also short-term. They tend to
last as long as we have our thoughts focused or unt il we focus on a new thought.
0 This is why positive thinking fails to bring long-I asting change for most people. It only
works as long as we can control our thoughts.
. Beliefs are long-term. Pro.23:7 —Thinks in his heart
o] They generate our prevailing, su3bconscious thought s that emerge effortlessly to direct
and control our life.
0 Beliefs give rise to long-term feelings. Feelings a  re abiding! They are a reflection of our
sense of self.
0 Our subconscious thoughts and long-term feelings re quire no effort; they simply emerge
when we are not consciously focused.
